 The home plugin at $87: This plugin adds basic Retoucher features to other 
Akvis editing software.

 The home standalone at $87: This is a standalone Akvis Retoucher software 
with basic functionality.

 The home deluxe at $98: This license gives you access to Akvis Retoucher’s full
functionality. 

 The business license at $154: This license allows you to use Akvis Retoucher 
commercially.

It’s important to note that the home licenses are for personal use only. However, you 
can upgrade for an additional fee.
